Aerial 
photograph

An aerial photograph is a picture of an object or place that has been taken from above.

Government A group of people who pass laws and run the country. 

Parliament Parliament is the group of people who make the laws for the country.

River mouth The mouth of a river is where it enters the sea or a lake.

Commute To commute is to travel quite a long distance between your home and where you work.

Landmark A feature in the landscape which has a particular meaning attached to it. 

Route A route shows the starting point and end point of a journey, sometimes with stops in 
between. 

Public 
transport

Public transport is the shared use of vehicles such as trains, buses, trams and planes 
on routes where people pay fares.

Continent A continent is a large land mass on Earth and there are seven: Africa, Antarctica, Asia, 

Europe, North America, South America, Oceania.

Ocean An ocean is a very big area of salt water between the continents.

Caribbean The Caribbean is a region that consists of the Caribbean Sea and the islands in it; it is 
located between North and South America, to the west of the Atlantic Ocean.

Natural Something that is natural has not been changed by humans.

Satellite A satellite is an object in space that orbits or circles around a bigger object in space. 
These an be natural like the moon or artificial ones like the International Space 
Station.

Local Local means an area which the people who live there are familiar with, and encounter in 
their everyday lives.

Digital map A digital map is a map that you view and use on a computer.

Settlement Settlements are places where groups of people live and work.

Capital city A capital city is the place in a country where the government ‘sits’ and has its centre 
of power.
