‘ Enquiry Question: How important is the prophet Muhammad to Muslims?

In this unit, we will look at the prophet Muhammad. A man chosen by Allah to be his messenger.

This enquiry looks at the life of the prophet Muhammad and the part he played in

the start of Islam.

The Prophet Muhammad is a key person for Muslims. Born and raised in Makkah,
Saudi Arabia, he was chosen by Allah (God) to be his messenger. The words Allah
gave to Muhammad were later written down and became the Holy Qur’an.

Muhammad is special to Muslims, but he is not as special as God — only Allah is God
and only Allah should be worshipped. Muhammad is remembered as a good man
who worked hard, was honest and listened to Allah.

Muhammad helped
them see this. The next enquiry
will look at the holy book, the
Qur’an.
