National Curriculum Coverage: Year 1

The children will talk about local journeys, travelling to and from school and draw e BE,
simple maps to illustrate these journeys. They will learn about aspects of the past QGR - y /7'}’
and draw comparisons with life today. Children will use different forms of media >

Art:

The children will create observational drawings and imaginative paintings. They will explore colour
mixing and use a variety of media, artists and artistic techniques. The children will paint
self-portraits and explore the natural world by looking at texture, form and colour. They will use
paint programs to produce art work on the iPads and create 2D collages and 3D models.
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Music:
The children will use a range of percussion instruments and learn a variety of
